FOR INSTALLATION
Read all instructions & explanations carefully before 
installation. Choose the area where the machine will 
be placed carefully after reading the requirements.

Safety Guidelines

Keep the packaging material. It may come in handy when 
shifting residence.

Not removing all packaging and transit bolts before using 
your appliance could damage your appliance. Please do 
not operate your machine until the transit bolts have 
been removed.

Pre-installation plumbing and electrical connections 
must be handled by qualified fitters, electricians, or 
technicians.

All washing machine installation work must be carried 
out only by authorised IFB Care Service Personnel.

Use only the new hoses provided with the machine; old 
hoses should never be reused.

Do not connect your machine to a hot water supply. 

This machine works best with water pressure between 
0.3 and 10 bar (that’s about 3.5 to 10 litres/ minute).
If the water pressure is too low, your machine might 
malfunction.

Your machine comes with ventilating openings on the 
base. Always put it directly on the floor after removing 
any carpets.

Keep your machine safe from direct sunlight and rainfall.

Avoid installing the machine in damp areas or bathrooms 
exposed to direct showers

Don’t put the machine on a sloping, uneven, or unstable 
surface.

Make sure your machine is installed in a room with 
adequate ventilation. Don’t pick a room without windows. 
And make sure there’s at least 4 inches (100 mm) 
of space between the back of the machine and the wall.

Don’t put your washing machine in places where
the temperature is below freezing. If hoses freeze,
they could burst when under pressure. Also, the 
electronic control unit might not work if it’s too cold 
(below freezing) or too hot (above 50˚C).

A concrete floor is recommended for installation, as 
it reduces vibration during the spin cycle compared 
to wooden floorboards.

Ensure the machine is placed on a stable, level surface 
to prevent vibrations during operation. All four washer 
feet should be levelled and balanced against the floor.

Before cleaning your machine, make sure you disconnect 
the main electricity supply & remove the plug from the socket.

Don’t use your appliance near flammable stuff like oil, 
benzene, or highly flammable gas. These might start 
fires or explosions. And don’t use combustible 
detergents that can catch fire either.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE
Safety first, always. Make sure you read all the 
instructions carefully before you start using the 
appliance. Keep the operating instructions handy 
for future reference

Safety Guidelines

Remember, if cockroaches or other pests cause any 
damage, the appliance guarantee won’t cover it.

Don’t install or use a machine that’s damaged. Before 
you plug it in, check if the connection details on the data 
plate (like fusing, voltage and frequency) match your 
electricity supply. If you’re not sure, reach out to IFB Care 
for help.

Avoid washing or drying articles contaminated with 
combustible or explosive substances, such as oil, paint, 
gasoline, or solvents, to prevent fire or explosions.

Before using the machine for the first time, ensure 
the transit bolt at the rear is removed (refer to the 
installation section).

If you’re leaving the machine for a while, for example
if you’re going on holiday, remember to turn OFF the 
stopcock, especially if there’s no floor drain nearby.

Keep children away from the appliance, and closely 
supervise them when the machine is in use.

Appliances are not intended for use by children. Parents 
or legal guardians are responsible for supervising 
or training children on safe product usage. Do not let 
children clean or maintain  appliances without adult 
supervision.

Safety Guidelines

Do not use items if industrial chemicals have been used 
for cleaning.

Do not use items containing foam rubber (also known 
as latex foam) or similarly textured materials. Foam   
rubber can, when heated, produce fire through    
spontaneous combustion.

Do not use items rinsed in fabric softeners
to eliminate the effects of static electricity unless
recommended by the manufacturer of the fabric 
softener or product.

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Caution

Undergarments that contain metal reinforcements 
should not be placed in the dryer. Loose metal   
reinforcements could damage the tumble dryer.

Do not use underwear trimmed with lace in the 
tumble dryer. Doll cushions, and trims on dress suits
may come loose.

Do not use plastic articles such as shower caps or 
babies’ waterproof napkin covers in the tumble dryer.
 
Do not use the rubber backed articles, clothes filled with
rubber pads, rubber boots or rubber coated tennis shoes
in the tumble dryer. 

Do not dry unwashed items in the tumble dryer.

Do not use the drying function after applying a chlorine
bleach agent to the laundry during a wash or drying 
cycle. Otherwise, the laundry may become discoloured 
or the material may be damaged.

Do not use the drying function for clothing with fur lining
or made from acrylic material. This may result in the  
drying function being degraded.

Do not touch the insides of the drum or the washing  
machine surface during or just after drying as it may 
be hot. This may result in burns.

Do not use heat sensitive garments made from leather,
mink, fur, silk etc.

Do not use clothes trimmed with buttons in the
tumble dryer. Heat can cause them to break.

Do not use hard bleeding clothes.



Caution

The manufacturer isn’t responsible if there’s a problem 
with the earthing system. Make sure your machine is 
connected to a grounded outlet with a 16A Fuse or MCB. 
If you’re unsure whether the machine is properly 
grounded, get it checked by a qualified technician 
or licensed electrician. 

If the earthing connection is not properly carried out, 
it could lead to electric shocks.

Make sure the machine is connected to a 3-pin socket 
with good earthing and 16 Amp MCB for protection 
against short circuits.

Avoid using extension cables with the appliance for 
safety reasons, as they do not meet the required levels 
of safety.

When disconnecting the plug, hold the plug itself, not 
the cord. Don’t insert or remove the plug with damp 
hands.

Overheating could be a real danger.

Your machine has been built according to current safety 
requirements.

Your machine is totally disconnected from electricity 
when you switch it OFF at the wall socket and remove 
the plug, or turn it OFF from the main source, or remove 
the main fuse, or switch OFF the MCB.

A WORD OF WARNING

Caution

Letting unauthorised mechanics repair your machine, 
may pose unforeseen dangers. Only authorised IFB Care 
Service Personnel should undertake repairs.

Only use a new hose kit to connect your machine to the 
water supply on site. Don’t try to reuse old hoses. If any 
parts need replacing, make sure to use genuine IFB spare 
parts. That way, you can be sure your machine meets 
safety standards.

Faulty connection cables must be replaced by 
authorised IFB Care Service Personnel to prevent 
potential danger to the user.

Never stack a washer and dryer without the proper 
stacking kit. This is dangerous because the dryer could 
shake off the washing machine while it is in use.

First use after installation—Condensed water droplets 
may remain inside the drum after assembly and test run. 
Run the first cycle without garments. Use the Cotton 
program at the highest temperature, add detergent,
DO NOT put any clothes in the machine. 

If the trolley vibrates excessively, it needs to be replaced 
right away. Otherwise, it could make the machine less 
reliable and shorten its lifespan.

If your machine has a porthole door, keep in mind that 
the glass might get hot when you’re washing at high 
temperatures. Make sure children don’t touch it.

Always ensure the drum is stationary before removing 
clothes to avoid accidents.

Avoid dragging the washing machine while it’s running 
to prevent damage.
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Keep your machine dry to avoid  corrosion/rusting.

Don’t spill water on the machine. If spills occur, wipe it 
dry. Your machine should be kept away from floor 
cleaning chemicals. Don’t wash or spray water over the 
switch or control panel. Keep the machine dry to prevent 
corrosion and rusting. Make sure to wipe the machine 
after cleaning the coin trap.

Caution

Don’t wash shoes or utensils in this appliance.

Check the labels on your clothes for the washing 
instructions for the fabric.

Use detergents that have been recommended for this 
washing machine.

Only use dyes specified by the manufacturer for 
domestic washing machines. Make sure to follow 
the manufacturer’s instructions carefully.

Never use solvent-based cleaning agents in the 
machine. They can damage parts and produce 
dangerous fumes. Plus, they can also increase
the risk of fire and explosions.

If your clothes have been treated with solvent-based 
cleaning agents before washing, make sure to rinse them 
really well in clean water before you put them in the 
machine.

Avoid using colour run and dye removers containing 
sulphur compounds, as they can cause corrosion or 
damage.

Caution Hot

Emergency Door Opening
Please use the emergency lever to open the door during 
power failure. This keeps your clothes safe as the inside 
chamber may be hot at the time the power failure 
happens. 

Keep the door slightly open in case there is power failure 
during the drying phase and be careful not to touch the 
door glass and laundry immediately after opening the 
door as they will be extremely hot. For more details, 
please refer topic ‘Emergency Door Lock Release’.

Flooding Danger

When you’re connecting the drain hose to a washbasin, 
make sure the water drains away fast to stop the sink 
from overflowing. Also, make sure the hose is firmly
in place so the water flow doesn’t push it out.
Otherwise, you might end up with flooding.

Be careful to not let things like nails, pins, coins,
or paper clips end up in the machine with your laundry. 
They can damage parts like the suds container or drum, 
which can then ruin your clothes during the wash.

Caution

Your machine has been built according to current safety 
requirements.

During assembly, the machine is tested with water to 
make sure it performs correctly. Sometimes, a few water 
droplets may be left inside the drum.

Replace the trolley immediately if excessive vibrations 
are observed, as it can affect the machine’s reliability 
and lifespan.
